28:11-19
also refers t®atan goes beyond the historidahg of Tyre and describes the original, unfallen
state of Satarfull of wisdom, and perfect in beauty.
3. There are other Scriptures wh&agtan wasaddressed indirectly.
4. In Gen. 3 God addressed #wpent, but He was actually talking ®atan.
5. In Matt. 16:23 Jesus addres$&gter, but He spoke beyond him ®atan and saidGet thee
behind me, Satan.
6. Jesus also address®dtan when He saidThat thou doest, do quickly,because Satan had
enteredJudas (John 13:27).

NATURE
In both the Old and New Testamerds) is described under various concepts depictingnaay
sidednature:
1. Sin is basicallyebellion against God, His laws, His Word, and His will.
2. Sin isdisobedienceto the law of God (I Tim. 1:8-10); to the revealeidl of God (Deut. 28);
and to one's own conscience - the voice of Godimv{fRom. 2:15).
3. Sin isunrighteousness.
4. Sin isfalling short of or missing the mark.
5. Sin iswickednessor a perversion of what is right, which stems from the fact thaamrm
outside of Christ, has a perverted, crooked, twigteer nature.
6. Sin also means mmmit iniquity or to do wrong.

OBJECT
Who is theobject of sin;that is, against whom does man sin?
1. Sin is an offensagainst God.
2. Sin is committe@gainst manor against one's neighbor.
3. Sin isagainst one's self.

UNIVERSALITY
The entrance of sin into the cosmos had univemaequence affecting batieavenandearth:
1. Sin caused the downfall of then-elect angelgIl Pet.2:4; Matt. 25:41).



2. Its effect was upon the whdi@man race.
3. Sin's effect is also seen upwature.

CONSEQUENCES
Consequences of sin are:
1. One of theonsequencesf sin is alienation from God (Gen. 3).
2. Bothphysical deathandspiritual alienation were the consequences of their disobedience.
3. Moral andspiritual defilement are also consequences of sin.
4. Theworks of the fleshare also described in Gal. 5:19-21 as being to&adil.
5. According to Rom. 6, another consequence oksiman'soondage to sin and to Satan.
6. A further consequence of sin is tin@n is under the curse of the lawwhich brings eternal
death (Gal. 3:10; Deut. 28).

EXTENT
What is the extent of sin's effect upon man?
1. Rom. 3 shows that mantatally depraved until he has been redeemed by Jesus Christ.

SALVATION (REDEMPTION)
(Exploring Biblical Theology)
Let Israel hope in the Lord: for with the Lord ther e is mercy, and with him is plenteous
redemption. And he shall redeem Israel from all higniquities (Psa. 130:7-8).

At the heart of the Bible is Salvation (Redemptiolh)is the central issue of the Bible, and

without it there would be no forgiveness of sin, salvation, no gospel, and no hope for

mankind. The topic of redemption is cause for @, because Jesus has purchased
deliverance for His people.

THE EXTENT OF SALVATION
The extent of salvation (redemption) of man is seethe Bible to be the complete restoration of
right relationship with God just as if man had nesiened.

Views of Salvation
1. Thelegal viewsays that man can be saved by good works andibg la clean moral life.
2. Thesemi-legal viewsays man must be saved by faith in Christ plusigearks.
3. Socrates and many of the philosophers heidtatiectual view, which purports that a man is
good if he is a wise man, and that only the wigeiifavor with the gods.
4. The Jews believed thkiological view, erroneously supposing that they would inherit
salvation by birth; that they were automaticallytire Kingdom of God because they were
Israelites.
5. Thedenominational view of salvation is held by certain church members aleve that a
person has to be in their particular denominatiochairch.
6. The spiritual or biblical view says that salvationis received by faith alongEph. 2:8-9).



ATONEMENT
God said the blood woulcbver man's sinfor the purpose of appeasing (propitiating) Higthr
against sin; it would restore the Israelite to ghtirelationship with God. Admittedly, it is
difficult to express the full idea of Christ's séice on man's behalf with one word, atonement,
but these three aspects aptly describe His workhenCross: reconciliation, covering, and
propitiation.

The Necessity For The Atonement
1. The atonement wagecessarybecause of the biblical charge th#itmen are sinners.
2. The atonement is necessary because the divimense ofdeath is upon all menfor all men
are sinners.
3. The atonement is necessary because dfdlwess of God.
4. The necessity of the atonement is seen in tbetfat God is a just God, aridis justice
requires that every sin be judged.

Views Of The Atonement
The biblical view is that the punishment which whge the sinner was placed on Christ. As
man's substitute, Christ suffered for all of makivho are sinners from birth.

GRACE
There are several characteristics of grace whiohlghbe examined:
1. Grace is sovereign. Christianity is not a religofdiscovery, but of revelation.
2. Grace ighe very opposite of good works.
3. Grace is also aattribute of God (Ex. 34:6; 22:27; Joel 2:13; Jonah 4:2).
4. Grace has providedfall redemption for man.
5. Christians arealled by grace (Gal. 1:155avedby grace (Eph. 2:8Jprgiven by grace (Eph.
1:7);justified by grace (Titus 3:7); angiranted eternal consolationby grace (Il Thes. 2:16).

The Difference Between Law And Grace
The difference between the Old Testamdatv and the New Testamegtace is not that grace
was absent in the Old Testament, but that the @ktamentmphasis was upon obedience to
the law.

Unscriptural Attitudes Toward Law And Grace
Another misconception concerning grace is thatwider the law resulted in punishment or
death unless atoned for by a sacrifice; but undacegthe once-for-all atoning blood of Jesus
automatically cleanses the believer from sin. While it is vahdt the Christian under grace can
obtain forgiveness without making an animal saweifne is not automatically forgiven.

Sins Against God's Grace
There are four kinds @in against God's grace:
1. There are sins which reveatareless attitudetoward grace: indifference, lukewarmness, and
sons of the flesh, such as anger, gossip, oveggdtist, and disobedience.
2. There is the sin dégalism.
3. There is the sin of theerversion of grace.
4. There is the sin @postasy.



PREDESTINATION AND ELECTION
It should be noted thairedestination and electionare related to redemption. Paul spoke of
election (choice) in Eph. 1:4-5According as he hath chosen us in him (Christ) befe the
foundation of the world. Paul set forth the more comprehensive conceptexfestination (the
plan of God)Having predestinated us unto the adoption of childen by Christ Jesus.

THE CALLING
The Bible speaks of aalling that God gives to sinners through the preachinthefgospel to
believe, repent, and be saved. Temeral callis an outward call to all men through the gospel,
to which they may or may not respond.

FAITH
In reference to theature of faith, its general usagan the New Testament refers to the whole
body of Christian truth:
1. Inpersonal application faith is anattitude of the heart (John 3:16).
2. Faith is also aact.
3. Faith is also aonfession(Matt. 8:7-8; 9:21-22; Mark 9:23-24; 11:23-24; Rah@:10).
4. Faith istrust in God.

Definition Of Faith
It is thesubstanceof whatever a Christian is believing or hoping, fand it is the vergvidence
of things yet invisible. Faith is not seeing orlileg, but is evidence of thiavisible. In Gal. 5:22
faith is listed as one of tHeuits of the Spirit, and it is one of thgifts of the Spirit according
to | Cor. 12.

Saving Faith Versus Intellectual Assent
It is very important to see that genuisaving faith is to bedistinguished from intellectual
assent.They have faittabout Jesus, and they think that is faithJesus.

Saving Faith Versus Believism
This is not biblical; it is simplyelievism.

REPENTANCE
Faith andrepentanceare always found together when a person becon@gwiatian. John the
Baptist said to the religious leaders who camegsdhptismBring forth therefore fruits meet
for repentance (Matt. 3:8). In other wordsProve that you have repented by your good
works.

CONVERSION (REGENERATION)
According to God's Word, man is in desperate stadsdead spiritually and in need of being
regenerated (converted). Paul s#dd you hath he quickened, who were dead in trespass
and sins, and were by nature the children of wrath (Eph. 2:1-3). All men are sinners,
alienated from God spiritually, and are totallyable to changetheir spiritual condition.
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Evidences Of Conversion
There are certairvidenceswhich would indicate that a person has truly bbem of God.
Belief in Christ is annternal evidenceof regeneration (I John 5:1). There are ceréaditernal
evidencesof regeneration.

JUSTIFICATION
Justification is a vitally important aspect oédemption. The Bible does not teach that a nign
righteous because he believes in Christ, but heoignted as righteous.

The Moral Basis For Justification
The moral basis for justification could not be through the obserw@ of religious rites or
through man's obedience to God's commandants (BR@@. Gal. 3:10, 21).

IMPUTATION
The term forimputation in the Hebrew mean® think, to account, to reckon, to impute.
Moral, spiritual righteousnessascribedto God as one of His attributes, but it mustrbputed
to man.

Aspects Of Imputation
There are three majaspectsof imputation:
1. The imputation of Adam's guilt to the entire lamrace (I Cor. 15:22; Rom. 5:12-21).
2. The imputation of the guilt and punishment ohfeains to Christ (Isa. 53:5-6; Il Cor. 5:21; |
Peter 2:24).
3. The imputation of the righteousness of God tieeers (Gen. 15:6; Psa. 106:31; Rom. 3:22;
4:22; 8:32-33; Phil. 3:8-9).

SANCTIFICATION
The term sanctify in English, Hebrew, and Greegréilly means to be set apart, consecrated,
dedicated, and separated for some special funotiarse. The biblical view of sanctification is
based on the literal meaning of the term. Man dussmerelypossess a sinful naturdefore
salvation; has sinful.

UNION WITH CHRIST
Regeneration places the believeumon with Christ, or as expressed in the New Testamient,
Christ. By man's human nature heimlsAdam, butin Christ he partakes of His divine nature.
God is theCreator of all men, but He is thEather of only those who are redeemed.

CRUCIFIXION WITH CHRIST
What does it mean to be crucified with Chrigi?owing this, that our old man is crucified
with him, that the body of sin might be destroyedihat henceforth we should not serve sin
(Rom. 6:6).

ADOPTION
Redemption makes a man a child of Gadpption makes him a son of God and gives him the
rights of sonship. From God's side, it is preseéovatfrom man's side it is perseverance. There is
a distinction between mere believer,one who has simply embraced Christianity as higioa,
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and anelect believer.But there are some who profess the Christian faithwho will not
endure to the end

worthless to you unless you put it into practice.

Deliverance will assist in establishing divine famand GOD's order. Every Christian should
cast out demons (Mark 16:17). There are not mangliVBrance Ministers" to help people.
Christians have many demons; proper deliverancestaklot of time. Deliverance is a way of
life and not a grand event.

REASON FOR LEARNING
The main reason we are teaching you how to do e@nce is that every Christian should be
able to cast out demons at least in their own famiLater on GOD may lead you to do
deliverance in your home or church. Every Chrisig@a minister, has a ministry and has gifts
given by THE HOLY SPIRITThe bottom line of deliverance is the casting outf@emons.

Parents are the best persons to minister to théddren; husband to wife and wife to husband.
Parents need to set the children free from demioddaprotect their children.

Deliverance gives an understanding of GOD's andrZakingdoms that you will not get any
other way. Deliverance allows you to see into $p&itual world by the manifestations of
demons and angels.

The greatest need in the church today is teachiegvhole Bible without fear or favor of man,
and the practice of deliverance for every Christida you see the children, so you see the
parents and the nation. Look at your children aeltee parent's mistakes in their lives!

There is a tremendous amount of Scripture that tel about Satan and his forces of evil.
The Bible says more about Hell than Heaven so thgbu can overcome Satan and make it
to Heaven!

PURPOSE OF DELIVERANCE
The purpose of salvation and deliverance is togohinnor to GOD among the heathen. Our
desire and duty is to honor GOD'S NAME.

As Christians, we must be very careful not to profae GOD'S NAME. For profaning His
name, we will be punished. Demons have a rigenter you if you persist in disobedience.
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Obtaining your deliverance is important to otherri€fans and the world. It brings
encouragement to otherd/e overcome Satan first by GOD's provision, the BL@OD OF
THE LAMB; secondly by our testimony, not just our words but our lives; and thirdly by
not loving our lives to the death(Rev. 12:11). This is the most powerful secrefofipture that
GOD revealed to Derek Prince.

This is why it is so important for us to keep gagteand maintaining our deliverance until we are
established and settled.

SEVEN WAYS TO DETERMINE THE NEED FOR DELIVERANCE
Discernment and Detection
The presence and nature of evil spirits can be knmywtwo principle methods:
1. Discernment | Cor. 12:10 listgliscerning of spirits as one of the nine supernatural gifts of
THE HOLY SPIRIT.
2. Detectiont the second method of knowing the presence anaenaf evil spirits. Detection is
simply observing what spirits are doing to a per@dark 7:24-30).

Common Symptoms
Some of the most common symptoms of indwelling dems are as follows
1. Disturbances in themotionswhich persist or recur.
2. Disturbances in thmind or thought life.
3. Outbursts or uncontrolled use of thague
4. Recurring unclean thoughts and acts regarsixg
5. Addictions to nicotine, alcohol, drugs, medicines, caffefioed, etc.
6. Many diseases and physical afflictions are dugpirits of infirmity (Luke 13:11).

Religious Error
Involvement to any degree ialigious error can open the door for demons as follows:
1. False religions e.g. Eastern religions, pagan religions, philbsegpand mind sciences.
2. Christian Cults - all such cults may be classified l®odless religions having a form of
godliness, but denying the power thereof (Il Tinh)3
3. Occult and Spiritism - Any method of seeking supernatural knowledgesdam, guidance
and power apart from GOD is forbidden (Deut. 18591
4.False Doctrine - a great increase of doctrinal errors will be poted by deceiving and
seducing spirits in the last days (I Tim. 4:1).

WARNING SIGNALS - POSSIBLE NEED FOR DELIVERANCE
Characteristics noted below merit a closer look whe they are pronounced, persistent or
recurrent over a period of time, or progressive -&nding to become more, rather than less,
extreme. The following thumbnail descriptions of beavior can be a call for help:
1. Confused or disordered thinking: loss of touclthweality - delusions (persistence of
erroneous convictions in the face of contrary evadg - hallucinations; disconnected speech.
2. Obsessions: absorption with a subject or idethéoexclusion of others - compulsions -
uncontrollable urges.
3. Inability to cope: with minor problems - withibaroutine.

4. Difficulty in making and/or keeping friends: posocial skills - isolation, withdrawal from
society -loner life style.

5. A pattern of failure across the board: at schoat work - in sports - in personal
relationships.

6. Prolonged or severe depression: suicide thesatfr attempts.

7. Immaturity: infantile behavior (such as bed-wef} - over dependence on the mother
(excessive clinging as a child and continuing depene in teens and twenties) - failure to keep
pace with peer group.

8. A series of physical ailments which do not rutypical course and/or fail to respond to
treatment.

9. Neglect of personal hygiene (disheveled and nitesg surroundings) or exaggerated
concern for order and for cleanliness.

10. Difficulty adjusting to new people and places.

11. Undue anxiety and worry: phobias - feelingb&hg persecuted.

12. Too much or too little sleep.

13. Excessive self-centeredness: indifference heropeople's feelings, doings, ideas - lack of
sympathy with another's pain or need.

14. Substantial rapid weight - gain or loss.

15. Muted,flat emotions (absence of angry / delighted / sorrowing reastitm stimuli) or
inappropriate emotions (sharp, inexplicable moodngw® - silliness at serious moments,
unpredictable tears).

16. Negative self-image and outloakteriority complex - feelings of worthlessness.

17. Frequent random changes of plans: inabilitgtick with a job, a school program, a living
arrangement - failure to keep appointments, abydaezisions.

18. Extreme aggressiveness (combativeness, hpstilitolence, rage) or exaggerated docility
(lack of normal competitiveness and self-asserimfusal to confront, avoidance of argument).
19. Risk-taking.

20. Lack of zest and enthusiasm: listlessness,esadmood habitually down - limited or
missing sense of humor.

RESULTS WHEN DEMONIZATION OF CHRISTIANS IS DENIED

But it
does talk about believers having demonslf you are a believer, you are a Christian!

The multitudes that came to Jesus received detieerssome were bound to be believers!

You can memorize the Bible and go to Hell. No drthe Bible is any good to you unless it is
used! Head knowledge will not get you to Heavetakes heart knowledge.

Bible scholars can argue about theology until Jesuses again and not settle the question of
whether a Christian can have a demon; it takesrepee.

When you start casting demons out of people, younfl that Christians not only have
demons but they have many demongh our years of ministry, we have worked with thauds

of people - small groups to large groups. We fotimat the congregation could have many
demons. Then the Lord started us working with pasémd their families. We found that the
five-fold ministry also had almost as many demosish& congregation. Finally the Lord had us
to work with deliverance ministers. We found tHayt also had quite a few demons too!

We have seen leaders go into false doctrines. Ttwseven be leaders that cast out demons. It
appears that pride is their downfall. Pride is &oraination to God and is an active demonic
area.

HOW CAN A CHRISTIAN HAVE DEMONS?
How can a demon spirit indwell the same body atstimae time as the Holy Spirit does?

The New Testament word f@pirit is pneuma. In comparison with the naturakoulish, the
spirit is that part of man which has the abilitygiasp and perceive divine things (I Cor. 2:14).

WHO IS A BELIEVER?
Because so many promises are given to those whinelievers, it is important to know who the
Bible classifies as a believer.

WHAT ABOUT DEMONS IN CHRISTIANS?
In the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, when you argathered together, and my spirit, with
the power of our Lord Jesus Christ, to deliver suchas one to Satan for the destruction of
the flesh, that the spirit may be saved in the dapf the Lord Jesus(l Cor. 5:4-5). The
apostle here deals with the case of a disobediehsaful believer in the church at Corinth.

When you go into the ministry of casting out demangvitably you are challenged by the
guestion,ls it possible for a born-again believer to have @emon?In charismatic circles the
guestion is,Is possible for a believer who is baptized in thefit to have a demon?

Absolutely not! comes the stock answef he Holy Spirit cannot coexist in the same body
with a demon!
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Actually, the answer to both questions abovdeagnitely yes Almost one-hundred percent of
the deliverance ministry we have had has been arti@nigorn-again believers, and most of them
were Baptized-in-the-Spirit Christians also.

Several arguments are advancegbitove that under no circumstances can a born-again perso
have a demon. The most common statement is tGatiatian cannot bpossessed This will
be discussed later as a misnomer. The argumestsnmary run something like this:

The believer is inhabited by the Holy Spirit; tHere, the demons cannot coexist within the
same body. The proof text usually used is | Cdr22however the verse does not say this.

Jesus came to destroy the works of the Devil (hJ8i8), and indeed He did. In the case of
problems caused by demons, the remedy and methdairag this is cast out the demons in His
Name.

The struggle inside the believer is always reveatede the struggle between the flesh and the
Spirit, and not a struggle involving demons (Rom.aed 7). Were that the case, the
conscientious claiming of the promises of God wadt/e every human problem.

The believer is delivered from the power of Satad his demons (Col. 1:12-13; Eph. 2:1-3).
Yes, but like many other promises, not automatcddut only as we voluntarily meet God's
conditions for deliverance.

The Christian is provided with complete protectfoom the fiery darts of the enemy (Eph. 6).
This overlooks the rather obvious fact that thaa is designed for defense from external, not
internal enemies, and even so, the believer's aismmast always in place.

In spite of these arguments, the dismaying factaresnthat born-again Christians, including
leaders, are having difficulties and problems whaah find no solution in natural infirmities or
the endless conflict between the flesh and thetSpir

It is no secret that many have become discouragedilled with awful despair.

Experience, of course is not the basis for the imgretation of the Bible. Nevertheless, if
consistent experiences run counter to an interpretan, the dedicated seeker after truth
will set out to find the reason. He must be willig to re-study his interpretation under the
direction of the Holy Spirit and be prepared to male any necessary corrections in his own
belief so as to be in full agreement with the factas they are.Understanding the Biblical
doctrine of human depravity should cause one todsorthat the Holy Spirit would enter a
person under any circumstances.

You cannot argue anyone into believing that thefoldlamental stand against Christians having
demons is fallacious.

In demon influence, evil spirits exert power over gerson short of actual possession. Such
influence may vary from mild harassment to extremesubjection when body and mind
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become dominated and held in slavery by spirit ages. Christians, as well as non-
Christians, can be so influenced. They may be oppssed, vexed, depressed, hindered and
bound by demons.

Scripture does not clearly settle the question. Nvas based on the assumption that an evil
spirit could not indwell the redeemed body togethewith the Holy Spirit.

As a result of erroneous teachings and beliefs, wdti are based neither upon Scripture or
experience, Satan has deluded many concerning theeagtion, can a Christian be oppressed
by Satan or possess evil spirits? Can one who hasver participated actively in any form

of occultism be subjected or oppressedPhe answer to both questions is yes, supported bot
from the Scriptures and experience.

The New Testament Greek word for demon is_daimonianin the King James
Version...often translated devil. Associated in th&lew Testament with the noun daimonion

is the passive verb_daimonizomai The literal meaning of this verb is to be_ demort that

is, in some way under the influence or power of deoms. In the King James Version this
verb is usually translated by some phrase such as be possessed or to be vexed by demons
or by evil spirits. However, there is no distincton in the original Greek text to support
these (translated) distinctions.

Believers were definitely subjected to demoniccktta the Scriptures. The physical afflictions
and other disasters of Job are shown to be Satanksin Job 1 and 2. In the synagogue there
was a man with an unclean spirit (Mark 1:23). Aweém calleca daughter of Abraham (father

of the faithful) was bound with a spirit of infirtgifor eighteen years (Luke 13:11-16).

There is no reason to conclude arbitrarily in the tatter cases that the persons involved were
not believers. In Il Tim. 2:23-26, where Paul disses contention and disputing over doctrine,
believers are indicated who have evidently slippad need taecover themselves from the
snare of the devil, who are taken captive of him dtis will.

A member of the church in Corinth seems to haven lmercome by a spirit of lust (I Cor. 5:1-
5). Jesus rebuked a spirit of fever in Peter's mothern-law (Luke 4:38-39) and the demon
left her, and she was well.In Mark 3:33 and Mark 9:25, Jesus uses this si@me to rebuke
Satan. Sickness is described as an oppressidre @evil in Acts 10:38 and Jesus often healed
by removing spirits of infirmity, which are simpinother method of Satanic attack (Luke 4:40-
41).

Consider Peter, who one moment spoke by Divine Rawa, declaring that Jesus was the very
Christ, and in the next moment was reprimandedédsys), who rebuked Satan in him, saying
thou savorest not the things that be of GodMatt. 16:13-23). Simon the magician is presented
as one who believed and was baptized, but had mydeot been delivered from his occult
bondage and was commanded to repent and pray 8§@s24). How did Satan managefilb

the heart of the believers Ananias and Sapphira? (Acts 58wl himself reports he suffered
buffeting from amessenger of Sataill Cor. 12:7).
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The unguarded Christian may have demon possessitimeisoul, which would affect mental
processes and emotions; or in the body, as wasabe of the woman whioad a spirit of
infirmity eighteen years and was bowed together, ahcould in no wise lift up herself(Luke
13:11). Of her, the Saviour said when He healed®eght not this woman, being a daughter
of Abraham, whom Satan hath bound, lo, these eight® years, be loosed from this bond on
the Sabbath day?To say that a Christian cannot be demonized inaaeg of his life is a happy
but inaccurate generalization.

Paul reproves the Corinthian Christians for recgjvanother spirit than the Spirit they had
previously received (Il Cor. 11:4).

Paul inquired, in Gal. 3:1, about who had bewitcties believers to draw them away from the
truth.

It appears that the full force of deceiving spiigsdirected against the spiritual believer in
doctrinal rather than worldly matters, although lditer may be used after the believer has been
ensnared by the most subtle means. In | Tim. 4tie2Apostle Paul gives a full account of how
wicked spirits attack the spiritual believer and dsception beguile him away from the faith
through the use of false prophets.

There is an almost universal sense of fear and Idahg toward the whole subject of Satan
and the evil spirits. Many believers have adoptedhe fallacious idea that if they ignore
Satan, he will ignore them. Scripturally, such a psition is indefensible(l Peter 5:8-9; James
4:7; 11 Cor. 2:11).

When the power of God begins to move in a perdda;she quite naturally becomes an object
for the Devil's most crippling attacks.

The unreasoning fear of demons is fostered and @exirby Satan and his hosts directly.

A Christian can be tormented or afflicted by eyirdgs in some area of his life and still be a
sincere Christian; just as he can be tormented hoysipal sickness and still be a sincere
Christian.

It is always a blessing to see truths, not merewdpéons, in print concerning spiritual warfare.

10. Separation and isolation of followers from thamilies and friends, and the formation of
communal living cells to facilitate centralized tah and enforce obedience.

Supernatural gifts and miracles of healing do nmrgntee the genuineness of a work. False
leaders often are very sincere, and may themsbkeeceived about what they are doing. They
also can manifest supernatural gifts (Matt. 7:22-23False workers emphasize physical

sensations, emotional experiences and employ wonldtdom which is earthly, sensual and

devilish (demonic) (James 3:15). All this de-engbas CHRIST and produces a drift away

from Him in search of more thrilling sensual expades.

False love can be spotted because it is limited &pecial group and snares participants into
bondage. Leaders of such groups claims exclusitteodaty and revelations of knowledge, but
submit themselves to no authority for review omreotion.

Groups such as this often adopt distinctive namdestifying them as the one true representative
of CHRIST on earth.

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4. Some press the return of CHRIST to an extremehmMreates apathy and laziness (Il Thes.
3:10-11).

5. Use of isolated Scriptures to build doctringsoring the context.

6. Some are anti-Semitic and are spiritualists mesagling as Christians.

7. Some overemphasize the Old Testament and negeedtew Testament message of the cross
and the blood.

demon-produced personality, Demon Satan - DemoifdrtucDemon Destroyer - Demon Jesus
-Demon Heavenly Father, etc., demon of false tongnd demon of clairvoyance, sorcery or
special knowledge.

PERSONALITIES

(Liberating The Bruised)
1. Core Personality: The individual's personality that God thought vpnf the foundation of
the world. This personality should be the one iargk of their life. The core is always soft and
pliable, and holds the ability to be teachablegrg@ant, and open to salvation.
2. Flip-Side: The flip-side is the opposite, negative side @& tore personality. As a second-
soul, split-soul, or duplex. It manipulates and tools the core personality. At conception, the
ancestral demon brings the flip-side into being pratyrams the flip-side with the iniquity of the
fathers and his own personality as well.
3. Fragmented Personality: A personality that fragmented off from the coretloe flip-side
during a traumatic experience such as verbal abesetional abuse, sexual abuse/rape,
loneliness, abandonment, rejection, etc.

There are many
temptations to wanderfrom the truth and to becongéscouraged Believers aravarned not to
go beyond their faithwaver, be afraid and keep themselves from being unegyaked with
unbelievers. They arexhorted in Scripture toavoid disputes and jealousyand things which
lead to arunfruitful faithless existence

These threats includsinful behavior and speech: idolatry, deception, dabting, spiritual
error, seduction, bitterness, faintheartedness, ddale-mindedness and love of money

Problems in the Life of the Church
Many forces threaten the Church both from withinl anthout. Internalwranglings, factions
and schismscausedivision. The immorality of the love feasts in the earlyuath needed
correction. Paul also had to addrelésorderly behavior and issues concerning women in the
church, and to bring correction to those striviog freeminence Imposters, false prophets
and false teachersalso seek to infiltrate the Church lewitch believers by introducingrror
and heresy and by theiheretical teaching to divert others from the truth and s¢ots

Additional threats to The Church includeligion, science, superstitious attitudes, spirital
gangrene, fraud, contention, lying, shame, subvexsn and thievery.

RELIGION
General

credited with writing a long list of important setiSatanic books.
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Cults, False Religious Organizations And Movements
There are over 250 religious bodies in the UnitedeS alone, some of which must be classified
asfalse religious cults The satanic origin of such groups asWw®doo cults, theSpiritualists,
or the Cult of Satan is quite obvious. The false religious cults andvements should be
considered as belonging under the classificatiomaniult since they (along with the occult
subjects) are derived from the same source - Satan.

Roman Catholic Church

4. Have magic or thaumaturgy (transubstantiatiorth@ mass) as central elements in their
theology.

5. Make extensive use of incense, statues, caadiseremonial robes in their devotions.

6. Believe in a kind of second chance after deadingatory).

7. Believe the rituals of the living can affect thead.

8. Believe in rituals of pain and mortification fpurification.

WITCHCRAFT
General
Unknown witchcraft is commonly practiced in the Shan world by laymen and leaders. This
is called charismatic witchcraft. A pastor or leagdo tries to control his flock or group is
practicing witchcraft. He or she may feel that thepw what is best for their people. They try to
force it to happenThey may or may not know what is best for others buthey have no right
to force their will on others!

The best example is GOD, He will not force His Wilbn us.He gives you the right to go to
Heaven or Hell, follow or not follow THE BIBLE anHOLY SPIRIT, and live good, bad or
indifferent lives.

We have worked with people who have been contrdiledictatorial pastors and leaders. This

control can be very strong. The pastor has fornoed tes with those who have yielded to his

control rather than the direction of GOD in théwek. It is necessary to forgive the pastor, break
soul ties and cast out demons.

If you have left a church or organization that yrdbes not follow JESUS CHRIST, then you

need to renounce that church or organization, vergiiem, break soul ties and cast out demons.
The Catholic Church is a good example of an orgdimn that tries to control their people
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completely. Many charismatic leaders fall into thigp of trying to control people and their
money in order to build their human kingdoms.

We went to a church where the pastor let THE HOLMRST have His way in the services.

There was tremendous freedom there and you coulilyhevait to get to church to see what

GOD was going to do. Then the pastor decided thaas his church and would be run the way
he wanted it to be. After that, the freedom lefl #was like any other charismatic church.

Witchcraft Practiced By Christians
Witchcraft is defined as the power or practicesvi€hes, sorcery, black magienchantment,
irresistible influence, fascination, and bewitchingattraction or charm. Enchantment is
defined as the act of casting a spell over, theofiseagic to charmhe state of being under the
influence of a magic spell or charma magic spell or charm, and something that chaims
delights greatly. Consider the wordascination, charm, captivation and allurement
Witchcraft is simply trying to control others fooyr own benefit no matter how worthy the
cause may be.

GOD anoints and provides for his ministers to dovork here on earth. The people look to the
ministers to help them live according to THE BIBLEhis gives the ministers power over the
people that can be used for good or evil. Silly vwonook up to the pastors as someone on a
pedestal and frequently end up having sex withatbak pastors. Silly men want the admiration
of the pastors and try to please the prideful pagtmgain favorln the positions of the fivefold
ministry, it is easy to fleece the flock.

The protestant church is infiltrated with witchcraft in the fact that ESP, Transcendental
Meditation and hypnosis are used commonly now forelaxing. What about other practices
that are witchcraft used for entertaining or tondaowds?

Charismatic Witchcraft
Charismatic witchcraft is exercising control oveher Christians by leaders or anyone within
THE CHURCH.

Saul
was a good example of the schizophrenic personality
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Children often become double-minded when mothdatirer deal with them bgnanipulation
instead of forthright. For instance, a parent seteasonable and fair rule. The child wants to
break it. Sometimes the parent will try to coaxh@nipulate the child into obeying rather than
dealing directly by spanking if it is needed (An®8 and Matt. 6:24).

Double-mindednesswears the person out, and frustrates and confases Deciding, then
antecedent stagnates a person. For example, Esnlimother was here for a while; she couldn't
be content for desiring to go home. When at hoshe, was pressed to stay somewhere else
besides her home. When away from home, great fdked her about the house. She was
miserable and made those around her miserable $JarBé).Women especially have trouble
with deciding and undeciding about a situation - bek and forth. Is this true ladies?

Schizophrenia always begins with rejection.This rejection may be real or imagined. Often a
child is rejected soon after conception. The rea®o rejection doesn't matter. It could be
unwanted, incest, rape, wrong sex, no more kidig parenthood, divorce, etc. We have seen
cases where the rejection was not real but the derad used some minor incident to tell them
they were unwanted and that person accepted therdehe. This is why parents need to talk
over any situation with a child who seems troubl@dr daughter, Marie, felt like she was
rejected after our son, Byron, died but we had notejected Marie.

A schizoparent will usually have a schizo child or childrét's not inherited like blue eyes but is
demonic. Demons like to clustepiritually: like father - like son; like mother - like
daughter.

A schizo parent has difficulty showing love.Since the mother is the most constant parent with
the children and cannot feed love into them, thegolme targets for rejection demons. Because
fathers are away most of the day they seem spiecigiildren. They can be hurt very easily if
they feel father doesn't accept and show he ldwast

Many people don't understand who they are. Onefmbthe schizo personality is the constant
guestion ofWho am I? The identity of one's own self is confused or .I@ you have this
problem?

Rejection is avithdrawing-type of personality; likes to work alone, doesn't participate, unsure,
etc. Rejection is inward and withdrawn beforesibutward. Rejected people reject others before
they can be rejected by them.

Rejection invites rebellion. For instance, a clatcadult will fight for love and lash out at those
starving him of love. Rebellion is thieaction to rejection.

Rebellion is aggressive, angry, bitter, resentful and rafied. This personality is moody,

stubborn and selfistA little humor, 1 am Moody with a capital M but not moody with a
little m.
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Having rejection and rebellion in the same bodigasd to bear. This personality switches back
and forth in seconds.

Deliverance from the schizo personality takes timebecause the real self has often not
developed very much at that point. If one is tsbecessful, he needs Jesus. Jesus will help the
real person to develop. Obedience to Jesus' ¢tgins are necessary. Bible study and prayer
are neededrou can't just depend on casting out demons; you nst discipline your life.

A schizo person is like a hurricanelf two schizo persons run into each other, therelg will
be a storm.

If you are not schizo, you may be stunned afteaoars/ encounter with a schizo. Remain stable
and calm; God will give you understanding.

When a schizo explodeshe opens the door to bitterness. Demons will caevhim that it is
all the other person's faulHave you ever seen someone that can not accept bkarfor
anything that is their fault?

Often thisfantasy of innocencewill open the door for lust. It may take the foahsensual love

or worldly love. Love of world and fear of man mamgter as this person is wed to the world for
love. Thinking about having fine possessions wallise people to like them more. Or one may
go into sexual fantasy until one acts them out xpeeience. We are told from Genesis to

Revelations how to use our mind, how to discipiinand what to set it on. The orders, if you

want to call them that, are in Phil. 4:4-9. At #red of this verse (Amp.) we are commanded to
fix our minds on them! When we entertain fantasyinuéte demons to invade us.

Under the rejection spell comes infirmity and ingéy, deep depression, self accusation, and
compulsion to confess sins. For example, a peesters into wrong doing and cannot keep
from confession. He really wants to shock and lutiners so that he can get attention as a
substitute for love.

Hard on the heels of these comes deception, sdlfetien, delusion, fear and pride. Now we
enter into thgaranoid companion of schizophrenia.

On the rejection sideare jealousy and envy usually of others who cag gr receive love. On
the rebellion side are distrust, suspicion andsfedall types of persecution.

Paranoid demons do not care how they hurt othersafgusuper sensitive to their own hurts.
Schizos cannot forgive so they keep bitternesaliv

Three main areas to conquer aggection, rebellion and bitterness As the person breaks old
habits of reaction, he must begin to give and keckve, submit to valid authority, and readily
forgive. Determination is requiredhis is basic deliverance, the Three R's. Generallyou
get rejected, become bitter and rebel.
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As you begin to see yourself grow, it gets veryitaxg. You can give love and not be hurt when
it is not returned. You will understand because lgave been there before.

Paranoia is conquered bgith and trust in God. You will do many new things because you are
no longer torn between the rejection and rebeltiersonalities.

The greatest hindrance to giving and receiving la/eejection followed by bitterness and

rebellion. Rejection is first experienced in thenily situation. For most of us, rejection comes
so early in life that we have no idea how to haritdIBejection cuts us off from other people and
from God. People usually relate to other peoplevihg they related to their parents, especially
the way they related to their father.

When we think people reject us, we have a hard feséng close to them. If you have a hard
time feeling close to God, you need to examine se@ifirto see if you have dealt with the

rejection in your life. | feel rejection is the DBy number - one trump card which he plays on
everyone. He used it on Jesus Christ from birttietath. He will use it on you too. You will not

escape. Even if you know your parents love youyitiecome and pick some action of theirs and
tell you lies about their love for you. Using aldts limited knowledge and understanding, he
will make suggestions that if they loved you theguid do what you wanted them to do. He'll
suggest they love another child more than you.

Bitterness is the most common reaction to rejectlonncludes such things as feeling hurt,

resentment, hatred, retaliation, etc. After themeeha good hold in you life, rebellion is the next
step. When we get into rebellion, we do not wanbéoentreated, change our mind or accept
love.
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Study the characters in the Old Testament. Youxatoh rejection go swiftly into bitterness and
then rebellion. Then the door is wide open for denmyasion. See Absalom for wrong handling
of rejection and Joseph for right handling of ibsalom's rejection resulted in death. Joseph's
resulted in life for himself, those who rejectechland a whole nation.
